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Dear Parishioners,

Today we celebrate the Feast of Pentecost, which recalls 
the gift of the Holy Spirit which came upon the apostles 
like tongues of fi re and fi lled them with courage and zeal 
to proclaim the Gospel of Christ. Pentecost is sometimes 
called the Birthday of the Church for this reason. The Holy 
Spirit empowered the disciples to leave their closed room 
where they had been hiding in fear and go out into the 
world and teach the good news. 

Pentecost is a good time to remember that we have also 
received the anointing of the Holy Spirit in the Sacrament 
of Confi rmation, and we have received the Spirit’s gifts to 
empower us to proclaim Christ to others. We received the 
seven gifts of the Holy Spirit – Wisdom, Understanding 
Knowledge, Counsel, Piety, Fortitude and Fear of the Lord. 
These gifts should help us to be courageous witnesses and 
credible ambassadors of Christ. 

The Holy Spirit produces different effects in different 
people, because each person is uniquely gifted. The Spirit 
is like water, which gives life to different things that grow 
from the earth. Just like the water is the same, but its 
effects differ in different kinds of trees, plants and crops, 
so the Spirit is one and the same but produces different 
effects in each one. 

We used to say that Confi rmation makes us “Soldiers of 
Christ.” That is a good analogy, as long as we remember 
that each soldier is unique, with his or her own rank and 
role. Let us strive to be renewed in the grace that we 
received when we were confi rmed, as we celebrate this 
glorious Feast of Pentecost!

CHILDREN 
by “Jackie,” Fr. Ferguson’s Cat

Hi boys and girls! My name is “Jackie,” 
and as you know, I am Father Ferguson’s 
cat. Ooh! Ooh! I am really excited! This week will be 
my birthday! I am turning 14 years old. That’s right! I 
was born on a farm near the city of Marion, not too far 
from here, back in the year 2008.
